Parts 

Spring is nearly here and the itch to ride is     
getting worse, you need to come and get the oil 
and supplies to start the year off just right.      
Extend the blacked-out look of your bike's      
appearance. Formed exhaust shields feature a 
unique jet black ceramic coating that           
complements the black performance slip-on 
mufflers exact fit, easy-to-install kit includes 
front and rear head pipe shields. Fits '09 touring 
models, also fits '09 FLHTCUTG models. Come 
in and see the”NEW” Tribal collection of       
mirrors, grips, pegs, shift pegs, brake pads to 
ad style and flare to your ride before spring    
arrives. Our new blacked out engine bolt on 
parts will add to the stealth look of your ride, 
from front to back and side to side. Get your 
bike in to our service dept. And avoid the rush. 

Service 

With all of this warm weather that we have recently 
had, it won’t be long until you and your bike will be 
back on the road. Now is a great time to check over 
your bike for proper tire pressure, oil levels and      
battery voltage. Also check the kms on the bike to see 
if it will soon be due for servicing. If you are            
considering riding right away, make sure that you 
wash the salt off your rims to prevent pitting. Also 
watch for loose gravel at intersections and corners of 
the road. If your motorcycle has been stored with us 
through the winter and you are looking at riding, 
please give us 24 hours notice to get the bike back to 
the shop and ready for you to ride. Please make sure 
that all parts for your  motorcycle have been ordered 
and are in stock before booking appointments for   
installation of these parts. This will allow us to make 
sure your bike is returned to you in a timely manner. 
Our service   department is looking forward to seeing 
everyone soon! Happy riding to all! 



Please take advantage of our Spring Pre-Riding Maintenance Program to ensure that your bike is 
ready for the road. This is a three hour service which includes the following: 

1 Change engine oil & oil filter 
2. Inspect air cleaner and service as required 
3. Change primary chain case lubricant and clean magnetic drain plug. Check/adjust primary 

chain. 
4. Check clutch adjustment 
5. Change transmission lubricant and clean magnetic drain plug. 
6. Check and adjust belt. 
7. Lube the foot shift/brake lever bearings and speedometer cable. 
8. Inspect brake pads and discs for wear. 
9. Check brake fluid reservoir levels and condition. 
10. Inspect oil lines and brake system for leaks. 
11. Lubricate the following: front brake hand lever, throttle control cables, throttle, clutch control 

cable and lever, jiffy stand. 
12. Check, adjust operation of enrichener. 
13. Inspect fuel valve, lines and fittings for leaks 
14. Check tire pressure and inspect tread. 
15. Check wheel spoke tightness. 
16. Check front fork bearing adjustment. 
17. Check operation of all electrical equipment and switches. 
18. Check cruise control disengage switch & other components. 
19. Check battery electrolyte level and clean battery. 
20. Inspect spark plugs. 
21. Check air suspension – pressure, operation and leakage. 
22. Lubricate hinges, latches-fuel door, tour- pak and saddlebags 
23. Check ignition timing and vacuum hose. 
24. Check engine idle speed adjustment. 
25. Road Test

replacing your helmet every 3-5 years depending on how much it has been used, and if a helmet 
has been dropped or suffered an impact, it needs to b e replaced right away.

We 
also have boys, girls and infant canvas shoes. Spring mens’ and ladies leather jackets, chaps,    
casual outerwear and accessories are also here!

I got an interesting e-mail from Rick Mulhall the other week about hearing protection. He had attached a link 
to an article by Evan Kay entitled “Hear me… before it’s to late”. Excellent information about bikes, wind 
noise, etc.  The basis was quiet pipes and full face helmets still do not protect your hearing at highway 
speeds and how only ear plugs can. I quote “Most riders think that the majority of noise associated with riding 
comes from the motorcycle itself. However, wind noise created by air turbulence produces almost all noise 
over 35 mph and can exceed by 10,000 times the sound level of ordinary conversation. That doesn’t sound 
good and it’s not”. I bought a pair of custom ear plugs from Costco last year and I can’t believe the differ-
ence. I can still hear my stereo and traffic but the Reinhart’s are kept to a minimum. Drop me an e-mail for 
the link. I have said this before the webpage is a work in progress so drop by often as schedules of events, 
etc are updates regularly.
