My first motorcycle experience was on a Honda 50cc mini trail dirt bike. When you are 10 years old you quickly realize 
that bicycles, kinda suck.

Wow, cool, it would go 62 MPH even faster than the Honda.  
After high school I quickly saved money to buy my own bike, from my ole bud Miles, a 380cc Suzuki street bike. It was a 
good ride around town and short trips but I needed to hit the open highway. So I bought a couple more bigger bikes that 
were good for cruising out to BC with winding roads and I could go even faster.

I typically enjoy long rides (500 - 1000km) each day; when riding this many kilometers per day it is 
important that you keep yourself hydrated especially when it is really hot. To maintain hydration, I practice safety by only 
stopping at stores on the right.
